Tom Humphrey Memorial Award

The Tom Humphrey Memorial Award is an award presented each year to the Outstanding State President of the United States JCI Senate.  

Tom was the Michigan JCI Senate’s 18th president in 1990-91 and was honored as the Outstanding State President in the United States JCI Senate for that year.  He passed away from cancer in 1992.  

The named award was first given in 1993 and while sponsored by the Michigan Senate was paid for by his sons.  Recently, his sons have discontinued their funding, but it has continued to be sponsored and is now paid for by the Michigan JCI Senate.

Tom originally was a Jaycee and Senator in Oklahoma and Massachusetts.  Prior to moving his business, Cherokee Awards, to Michigan in the late 1980’s, he was President of the Massachusetts JCI Senate.  Cherokee awards continues to this day (now known as Key Awards) and supplies the Michigan Jaycees and JCI Senate with their trophies, plaques and name tags.

Tom is best remembered by Michigan Senators for his friendliness, leadership and willingness to tackle tough problems.  He was a teacher to many of our Senate Presidents who followed him.  He presided over our participation in the Renaissance Festival and started the “Rainy Day Fund” which brought organization and fiscal responsibility to our group.

Not only is he remembered by this award, but also the U.S. JCI Senate Foundation Scholarship which we contribute to annually in his name.
