U.S. JCI Senate Foundation

Started in 1986, the United States JCI Senate Foundation was chartered as a 501(c)(3) corporation to give college scholarships to deserving high school seniors and provide leadership training opportunities for aspiring Jaycee members.

Beginning with an initial $5000 grant from the U.S. JCI Senate, the corpus has grown to almost $500,000 since its inception.  Additional funds are derived from personal donations, various fund raising activities at national Senate meetings and the Hal Krekorian Memorial Golf Tournament sponsored and run by the Michigan JCI Senate.  To date, there are over 600 individual or state and national entities that provide ongoing contributions to the growth of the Foundation.

The Foundation is governed by 15 trustees, elected by the trustees, from individual Foundation members.  They serve terms set by the trustees and their individual interest in participating.  The Foundation is a separate free standing corporation not controlled by the U.S. JCI Senate.

Individuals or groups can become Foundation Contributing Members by giving an initial donation of $150.  Thereafter, members can gain incentive awards for attaining levels of giving in the following manner:

Upon reaching the $20,000 level, individual or groups can name a scholarship for an individual of their choice.  The Michigan JCI Senate, Region V JCI Senate and a number of Michigan Senate individuals have reached the Platinum giving level or above.  Each year the Michigan JCI Senate gives $1000 to the Foundation in memory of Past President Tom Humphrey.  Our Senate has almost reached our goal of naming a scholarship for him.

Scholarships are given as $1000 grants to high school seniors from submissions sent in by participating JCI Senate state organizations.  Thirty-two states participated this year (2003-4) and 15 scholarships will be awarded.  The amount of scholarships awarded is determined by the amount of interest generated by the corpus.  Since its inception the Foundation has granted over 150 scholarships.
